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But if our gospel be hid, it is hid to them that are lost:
	
First “the gospel”- The gospel not one of many. 
         “if” hid, only “hid to them that are lost”   
2 Cor. 3:15-16
But even unto this day, when Moses is read, the vail is upon their (Israel) heart.
16 Nevertheless when it (Israel/their heart) shall turn (turn –emphatic-) to the Lord, 
the vail shall be taken away.

The truth is acknowledged by repentance. 
2 Tim. 2:25
In meekness instructing those that oppose themselves; 
if God peradventure will give them repentance to the acknowledging of the truth;

The gospel not hid in us.
2 Cor. 3:2
Ye are our epistle written in our hearts, known and read of all men:

Second “our gospel”- Ours because of one reason only.
              It is entrusted (pisteuo) to us (a church member like unto Corinth.)
Even it is hidden. As in a mystery. Who is given the mystery? 
All men? No
All Christians? No 

As to the “mystery of the gospel” I’ll borrow some words from our previous sermon on this subject.
-The words imply that, to do justice to the gospel, or to preach it as it ought to be preached, we need a special Divine influence, and the prayers of our brethren.
-Then beware of laying down a pillow!
-The gospel is a message that abounds with deep wisdom, and therefore we ought to possess a deep insight into it. (Fuller)
